Submit forms and full details of work to the 
DAC. (More information you supply the 

better)

Notification of Advice not 
recommending works is sent to 

Incumbent along with all 
paperwork

Registry

Allocates case to 
Chancellor or 
Archdeacon 

(largely depending 
on the scope of the 

work)

Chancellor or 
Archdeacon considers 

application and 
consults as 

appropriate then may 
issue a faculty

If there are 
objections the 

Chancellor may 
make further 

enquiries and may 
hold a consistory 
court to hear the 

case. If the 
Chancellor is 

satisfied then the 
faculty will be 

issued

Consult church architect for advice  
concerning major repairs or re-orderings.

If no architect has been appointed consult 
DAC

Discuss DAC recommendation with PCC; 
seek alternatives, or decide to seek faculty 
anyway; ask for petition and other forms.
